Class High All-Around added money 
 

SF&G will start this HAA class added money award with $50.00. and add $10.00 
for every shooter who shoots all events. The final total amount of the purse will 
be determined by the number of shooters shooting all events.  
 

Example:  
Starting money    $50  
20 participating shooters  $200  
Total purse  $250 

  
The purse will pay out by class, each class shoots for 25% of the total and within 
each class first & second places will each receive 60% & 40% of the total class 
money respectively.  
 
Using the example above the added money would pay out as follows:  
 

Class A -1st Place  $37.50  
Class A -2nd Place  $25.00  
 
Class B -1st Place  $37.50  
Class B -2nd Place  $25.00  
 
Class C -1st Place  $37.50  
Class C -2nd Place  $25.00  
 
Class D -1st Place  $37.50
